DECREE OF DISSOLUTION OF MARRIAGE

On this ____ day of ___________________, 20_____, this matter came on for hearing before me, the undersigned Judge of the District Court of ___________________ County, Oklahoma, upon the Petitioner’s Petition for Dissolution of Marriage.  The Petitioner, _____________________________________, appeared in person, pro se.  The Respondent, _____________________________________, pro se, ____ did/____ did not appear.  The Petitioner was sworn and testified to the Court.  Based upon the testimony of the Petitioner, the evidence presented, and the Court having been fully advised in the premises, the Court finds that it has jurisdiction over the parties and the subject matter of this action.  The Court further finds as follows:

1. The [ ] Petitioner  [  ] Respondent was for more than six (6) months next preceding the filing of the Petitioner’s Petition for Dissolution of Marriage herein a bona fide resident in good faith of the State of Oklahoma, and was for more than thirty (30) days prior to the filing of the Petitioner’s Petition for Dissolution of Marriage an actual resident in good faith of ____________________ County, Oklahoma.

10. The Respondent has executed and filed a Waiver of Summons and Entry of Appearance.  The Respondent has read and understands the terms of this Decree as evidenced by  his/her signature below.  Accordingly, judgment should be granted without further notice to the Respondent.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED, ADJUDGED, AND DECREED by the Court that the parties hereto are granted a Decree of Dissolution of Marriage, each from the other, on the grounds of mutual incompatibility.  The bonds of matrimony heretofore existing between the parties are hereby dissolved, set aside, and held for naught, and both parties are released therefrom, provided however that this part of said Decree does not become absolute and take effect for the purpose of marriage of either party to another person until the expiration of the six (6) months period.


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED, ADJUDGED, AND DECREED  by the Court that the parties have divided their personal and intangible property to their mutual satisfaction.  
The parties have already divided all other existing real and personal property, both tangible and intangible, and have no other property of any type or kind to divide.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED, ADJUDGED, AND DECREED that both parties waive any right to spousal support.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED, ADJUDGED, AND DECREED by the Court that each party shall pay his or her own attorneys fees and costs including costs of litigation, expert 
witness fees, and Court costs, if any.
